Please read this letter carefully because it contains important  information related to your stay in Poland. We recommend printing out this letter and taking with you to Poland.
Arrive to Warsaw - You have to arrive to Warsaw no later then 1st July 2012.

Your accommodation in dorm is available 30th  June – 1st July. 

You have to reach dorm individually from the Airport or Railway Station - depends on your travel specification.
Our students will welcome you at the dorm and help you with accomodation.

Hospitality – students from our University will take care of you. On Monday 2nd of July at 9.30 am they will wait for you in the dorm hallway.

Accommodation – You will stay in Warsaw in a dorm, which is located at the campus of  the Józef Piłsudski University of Physical Education in Warsaw at Marymoncka st. 34 Bielany – this is your address in Poland. You will be accommodated in twin rooms with bathroom and access to the kitchen on the each floor.

Polish version of the address:

Accommodation costs - You are obligated to cover accommodation cost on Monday 2nd of July after receiveing your scholarship. Students will help you in doing so after opening ceremony.  You have to pay cash only. The estimated cost of your full stay at the dorm is 700 PLN. 

If you are planning to not use dorm let us know in advance by email! 

First meeting - we will meet you on Monday 2nd July at Dewajts st. 5 in Warsaw district Bielany. Our students will help you to arrive to the University.

Your class - starts every day at  9.00 and ends at 14.15 some days or at 16.00 with 30 minutes lunch break.

Lunch is available at the university canteen, costs c.a.15 PLN.
Weekend time - During the weekends we will organize various excursions or/and culture events. 

Timetable - Detailed timetable will be distributed in your class.

The end of your stay - Your stay in dorm should finish no later then on 22nd July at 10.00.
Money Exchange - offices are located in the Airport and Railway Station.

PLN – local currency (abbreviation), but you can use your ban card in shops and restaurants and use ATM machines. 

Tickets for public transport

The best way is to have your personal card with a picture - it will be the cheapest way - you can have 30-day ticket there. This is link to the form, which you can fill in online in your country and pick your card, when you will arrive to Warsaw:

-> fill your birth date instead of PESEL

-> choose "passenger service centre at the Marymont metro station" as a place of your card collection - it's near your dorm.

If you do that, you have to buy a normal tickets for first day of your stay in Warsaw (for ex. in a ticket machine near every metro station or some stops) and than pick your personal card and buy on it 30-day ticket for the first zone only - if you have international student card, you can buy it with a discount.

If you don't have a personal card, you will have to buy single fare tickets, one day or three day tickets, which is very  unprofitable.

From the Airport

By public transport 

You have to get bus line 175 at the stop LOTNISKO-SEKTORY AB 02 and leave at DWORZEC CENTRALNY stop. Than you need to go by tram 17 (direction: Metro Młociny) to station AWF – you’ll see your place of stay on right side from tram stop.
By Taxi

Taxis are available at the exit from the airport, we recommend you to use two companies:

If taxis are not present at the exit from the airport you can order them by phone, operator speaks English. Costs of the transportation should not exceed around 150 PLN, you may pay cash or credit cards. Is always better to ask driver is he accepting credit cards. Duration time is approx. 30-50 min according to the traffic conditions. You pay only in PLN.
We recommend you to plan individually detailed connection from Chopin Airport  to Marymoncka 34 depend on the arrival time to Warsaw on the internet site:  http://warszawa.jakdojade.pl/?locale=en
From the Railway Station - Warsaw Central station (Warszawa Centralna)

By tram (best way)

Is always better to ask driver is he accepting credit cards. Duration time is approx. 20-30 min according to the traffic conditions.
